Dear Friends,

Last week at Mass I announced that I was asked to assume additional responsibilities at St. Rose of
Lima Parish in North Wales and would clarify that as I learned more. Officially, I have been assigned as
Parochial Administrator, Pro Tem. This means that, for a time, I will administer the parish with the same
duties as a Pastor according to Canon Law. Msgr. Graham will continue as Pastor of St. Rose of Lima,
maintaining his residence there, while focusing on the spiritual and pastoral needs of the parish. This is a
new situation, and I am sensitive to how such news can arouse questions about my position at St. Stanislaus,
and among the parishioners of St. Rose of Lima. I hope it is clear, that I am not leaving St. Stanislaus, nor do
I have any desire to leave. Archbishop Perez has asked me to assume additional responsibilities to assist
Msgr. Graham and the parish of St. Rose of Lima. There is no timeline for how long this will be, but I do not
anticipate that this is a permanent assignment. I thank Fr. Jonathan, our deacons, our parish staff, and all of
you for your prayers and support.

Please mark your calendars for Wednesday night, September 27, at 7:00pm. Renowned musician Tony
Melendez is coming to our Parish for a Bi-lingual concert. This will be a moving spiritual encounter with
Jesus. Tony will share his life story, his love for God and the Church, and his talent as a singer and guitarist.

It is my hope that Tony’s presence at the parish will inaugurate a year of Eucharistic Renewal here at
St. Stanislaus, as we enter the second year of the National Eucharistic Revival.

I know that we had a lot of announcements at Mass last weekend, but there are so many great events
happening here in the next month. I appreciate your time and your presence at St. Stanislaus and look
forward to seeing you at each event.
